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Notes for 3rd July 2008 
Feedback from previous meeting  
Debra had used a transforming activity (she will pass to everyone)and also a range and domain matching activity from Kangaroo.

Sandy had used Debra’s trig. sorts as a revision before embarking on sec etc in C3. The mixed one is complex as there are alternatives students can choose but good if it’s done with the other two.

Jenny and Patsy told us about ‘Human Chess’ – the students spread themselves around the room. A student is asked a question and if answered correctly can move that number of paces. Anyone they touch is then eliminated.

Patsy said team questions in a pub quiz style always goes down well.

Starting the AS level
Over lunch we discussed various bridging activities that go on. (Patsy will shared the work she has developed)
We went though the initial work on basic algebra from Core 1. Materials are sent as SMART files or Tarsia. The surds work from Patsy you took away.
The House – definitions from Patsy. These can be cut and stuck by students.
Manipulation of algebra –  a TARSIA from Sandy. C1 ex 1A in the C1 folder.
Indices rules – SNA from Kangaroo – use WoWos for students to show sometimes, always or never or use abc cards. There are also alternative means of using the PowerPoint given on the Kangaroo site. From ‘The box’ there is a card sort.
Factorising expressions – another TARSIA from Sandy. If you swap the sets so that all the expressions are one colour and the answers another and only let them start with the expressions you then force them into factorising. C1 ex 1E in the C1 folder.
Surds – from Patsy: www.mathedup.co.uk, load up Easyteach then select the KS4 button for lots of ‘the box’ activities for projecting. We also played absurd snakes and ladders from Keymaths higher textbook and absurd snap. There is also a self-assessment sheet.
We then discussed inductive lessons as many had not been at that meeting.
We started some development work – can anything done be passed across for sharing?
Tricks of the trade
To remember sec and cosec swap the initial letter – sec:cos; cosec:sin. This also works for differentiation.
CHALLENGE: provide Sandy with a set of words for remembering something for A level and she will record it as a song.
