Tracking children’s progress in mathematics
Using the Bedfordshire tracking sheets effectively
The tracking sheets are used to plot children’s progress from term to term in mathematics. Most assessments will be Teacher Assessments (TAs), though some will be based on test results. Some schools update the charts at half term, as this is when National Tests take place in the summer term. Others complete them at the end of term, and yet others fill them in twice a term. 

The children’s names are written / typed into the boxes that indicate which level a child has achieved. It is possible to show further information by using different colours or font styles for different groups of children. Girls names, for instance, may be coloured in red whilst boys are in black, giving an immediate indication of relative progress. Children with summer term birthdays may be in bold, those with spring term birthdays in italic, and those with autumn birthdays in normal print. You may decide to use a different font, for instance a handwriting style, to distinguish between those who do / don’t have EAL. Whatever you choose, all these decisions need to be whole school decisions, and it may be useful for clusters of schools to work together to the same format.

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Making judgements
Test results for national or optional tests give one suggestion of the level a child has achieved, but they do not give the whole picture. TAs linked to NC attainment targets are also important in making judgements about achievement. Many schools are using the Bedfordshire sub levelling sheets to help them make these decisions, and are finding them supportive. They also help to focus teachers on what children need to learn in order to move to the next sub level. The statements are obviously not comprehensive, but give an indication of the level. 

Sub levels: ‘a’ is high attainment at that level, ‘b’ is secure attainment at that level and ‘c’ is low attainment at that level
Making progress

Children in the ‘on track’ boxes are expected to reach age appropriate levels at the end of the Key Stage. Those in the ‘target group’ boxes are achieving at below age related expectations and need to make faster progress in order to reach end of Key Stage expectations. These children are likely to need access to Springboard or catch up programmes. The overview sheet enables teachers to see how expectations for the year group(s) they teach correlate to expectations for other year groups.
