	Previous expected knowledge
	Students will have met mean, median and mode at middle school. They may also have met the idea of mean from grouped data but are unlikely to be secure in their knowledge.


	Student

Learning Outcomes
	 Students will be able to apply a method to estimate the mean from a grouped frequency table.


	Success Criteria
	Students successfully find the mean.


	Lesson Organisation / 
Teaching strategies


	Starter: give the students the attendance figures for the premiership fixtures (these could be standard or changed to be more relevant) and a table to complete that forces them into grouping the data. The figures could be pre-prepared and ask the students to do a cutting and sticking exercise.
Ask students to find the mean, median and mode (a refresher of these may be needed – match statements to words)

Discuss the answers and how accurate they need to be (nearest thousand is where we’re aiming).
Main: now give them the figures for all the football games in the previous week and another blank table. After one student has moaned about the difficulty of the task discuss alternatives and look at the phrasing ‘Estimate the mean...’ to discover the technique and then apply it to the problem.
Plenary: sometimestruenever re mean, median and mode
(the PowerPoint provided could be added to and made more attractive)
