Bedfordshire University Summer Schools
Both schools are aimed specifically at able pupils from year 10 and above. 

This is an opportunity for young people who excel at Theatre or English to experience university teaching in a university atmosphere and mix with their peers from other schools.

Theatre Summer School: Monday 13th to Wednesday 15th July

Writing into Performance is a three-day programme in which students will explore the processes of writing for performance both as individuals and in groups. Students will practise techniques to enhance their approaches to creating text; develop their text in workshops; and hone their vocal skills and the delivery of text. The school will culminate in a workshop presentation in which students will perform the writing they have developed over the three days and receive constructive feedback on their writing and performance from peers and staff. 
English Summer School: Tuesday 21st to Thursday 23rd July

Shakespeare For Ever!  Shakespeare’s works endure because they deal powerfully with the eternal concerns of humanity: love and hate; war and peace; life and death. Students will have the chance to take a fresh look at Shakespeare, to analyse his work, to see how subsequent generations have revisited the plays and seen their relevance to their own times. They will have the opportunity to put their own slant on Shakespeare, take a play, a scene, a character, and give it a 21st Century resonance, to demonstrate that Shakespeare as Jonson wrote was indeed ‘not for an age but for all time’, in fact, for ever!
