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John Wilshere aged 10 years and Henry Catlin aged 9 years were at the last Quarter Sessions of the Peace tried and convicted of simple larceny, and sentenced to be transported beyond the seas for the term of seven years.  This sentence was ..  not with the view that at their age they should be actually transported,  but the Chairman was requested to apply to the Secretary of State for … their removal to the General Penitentiary at Millbank,  to be there kept and instructed …with other Infant Culprits.

 The Chairman read the answer of the Secretary of State to the effect that the prison intended for Juvenile Offenders is not yet ready, and that the General Penitentiary at Millbank is full.   He asked  the Chairman to tell his Lordship what course the court would have taken with the Boys if  they had been aware of these facts.

 It was thereupon resolved that  the sentence upon John Wilshere would probably have been that he should be imprisoned and kept to hard labour in the New House of Correction six calendar month, and that every alternate fortnight of the term should be solitary confinement, and that he should be privately whipped once during his imprisonment. 

And that the sentence upon Henry Catlin would probably have been that he should be imprisoned and kept to hard labour in the New House of Correction four calendar months, that every alternate fortnight of the said term should be solitary confinement and that he should be privately whipped once during his imprisonment.
