	Lesson 3 - Clear evidence that pupil has used the model to answer questions such as ‘How much will you charge a customer for a tray of plants?  Why?’.
Level 4 - They use ICT-based models and simulations to explore patterns and relationships, and make predictions about the consequences of their decisions.
	

	Lesson 3 - Clear evidence that pupil has used the model to answer questions such as ‘What is the smallest number of trays of plants they must sell in order to break even?’ and in doing so has made changes to the variables.
Level 5 - They explore the effects of changing the variables in an ICT-based model.
	

	Lesson 3 – Clear evidence that pupil has used the model to answer questions such as ‘What would happen to the profit if fewer varieties of plant were grown?’ and in doing so has made changes to the rules.
Level 6 - They use ICT based models to make predictions and vary the rules within the models.

	Lesson 6 – Either an inefficient solution, with no loops, or unnecessary loops or an efficient solution but much help given.

Level 3 - They use sequences of instructions to control devices and achieve specific outcomes.
	

	Lesson 6 – Either some evidence of efficient programming but not consistently shown or an efficient solution but some help given.
Level 4 - They use ICT systems to control events in a predetermined manner and to sense physical data.
	

	Lesson 6 – An efficient solution with appropriate use of loops and/or subroutines as necessary.  Minimal help given.

Level 5 - They create sequences of instructions to control events, and understand the need to be precise when framing and sequencing instructions.

They understand how ICT devices with sensors can be used to monitor and measure external events.
	

	Lesson 6 - An efficient solution with appropriate use of loops and/or subroutines as necessary.  There is evidence of the efficient use of sensors measuring gradual change in sensing physical data, for example light, water level and temperature. Clear evidence of paper based planning together with evidence of the testing and refining of instructions.  Minimal help given.

Level 6 - They develop, try out and refine sequences of instructions to monitor, measure and control events, and show efficiency in framing these instructions.

	Lesson 9 – Marketing material designed and created, showing an awareness of audience in their work although not the clear understanding of the specific purpose and audience required for level 5.

Information has been combined from a variety of sources such as a scanned image, text and sound file.
Level 4 - They add to, amend and combine different forms of information from a variety of sources.

They use ICT to present information in different forms and show they are aware of the intended audience and the need for quality in their presentations.
	

	Lesson 9 - Marketing material designed and created.   There is clear evidence that their work is suitable for the suggested purposes and audiences.  Their annotations should contain evidence of how their work is to be altered to make it more suitable for its purpose and audience and these changes should be evident in their work.
Level 5 - They use ICT to structure, refine and present information in different forms and styles for specific purposes and audiences.
	

	Lesson 9 - Marketing material designed and created showing very clear understanding of the needs of their various audiences.  The particular features of their work will depend upon the nature of the marketing material produced but there must be evidence that information clearly comes from a range of sources such as photos taken by the student using a digital camera, images scanned by the student, clip art and creation of original images using graphics software etc.
Their annotations should contain clear evidence of how their work is to be altered to enhance its quality and this should be evident in the work.

Level 6 - Pupils develop and refine their work to enhance its quality, using information from a range of sources.

They present their ideas in a variety of ways and show a clear sense of audience.

	Lesson 9 – The project report shows a clear understanding of the needs of a report for the headteacher.

In their final homework from lesson 9, there is clear evidence that they have been able to critically reflect on their use of the software and ICT resources and how this could help to improve their work.
Level 5 - They use ICT to structure, refine and present information in different forms and styles for specific purposes and audiences.
They assess the use of ICT in their work and are able to reflect critically in order to make improvements in subsequent work.
	

	Lesson 9 – The project report includes relevant material from each of the three mini-systems.  There is very clear sense of purpose and audience in the way the report is written and evidence of refinement over the course of the project.
Level 6 - Pupils develop and refine their work to enhance its quality, using information from a range of sources.

They present their ideas in a variety of ways and show a clear sense of audience.
