Advice to support the assessment of control in the National Curriculum

Level 3 – an inefficient solution, with no loops, or unnecessary loops or an efficient solution but much help given.
Level 4 – some evidence of efficient programming but not consistently shown or an efficient solution but some help given.

Level 5 – an efficient solution with appropriate use of loops and/or subroutines as necessary.  Minimal help given.

Level 6 - an efficient solution with appropriate use of loops and/or subroutines as necessary.  There is evidence of the efficient use of sensors measuring gradual change in sensing physical data, for example light, sound and temperature. Clear evidence of paper based planning together with evidence of the testing and refining of instructions.  Minimal help given.
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
