Multiplication and division trios

Overview

This looks at trios of numbers that will support pupils in developing their knowledge of multiplication and division facts.  It will help them explore families of facts and questioning can be used to extend thinking to other related facts.

How to use
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Key questions and prompts

· Reveal the lower two numbers. What is the product of these two numbers?

· Reveal the top number and one of the other two numbers.  What will the third number be?

· Reveal the top number. What could the other two numbers be?

· What four facts use these three numbers?

· If I increase the bottom right number by 2 what will the top number become?

· Have the numbers 4 and 8 in the bottom boxes giving 32 at the top.  How can I change the top number to 48 using only one scroll button?

· If I change the 3 to 30 what will happen to the top number?  What about if I change it to 60?

· I need to solve 50 x 8, which multiplication facts can I use to help me?

· Given that 7 X 8 = 56, what else can I work out quickly?
