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��1. INTRODUCTION





1.1 Background





Protection of our environment has become increasingly important, especially as the consequences of not looking after the planet are now starting to impact on all of our lives (e.g. climate change, food crises etc). Fortunately, we have begun to take steps to protect our environment, and it is clear that education will have to play a key role if we are going to successfully tackle the environmental issues we face today.



As a result of this, ’environmental education’ has started to become an important part of many educational programmes, especially for young people.  In addition, the wider-reaching concept of Education for Sustainable Development (ESD) is also starting to find its way into our society and schools.



In fact, recent changes to the National Curriculum have highlighted the change in how Education for Sustainable Development (ESD) is regarded.  As the revised National Curriculum now specifically mentions ESD as a crosscutting theme:



Learning across the National Curriculum - Education for Sustainable Development

�“Education for sustainable development enables pupils to develop the knowledge, skills, understanding and values to participate in decisions about the way we do things individually and collectively, both locally and globally, that will improve the quality of life now without damaging the planet for the future. There are opportunities for pupils to develop their understanding of sustainable development within the school curriculum, in particular in their work in geography, science, PSHE and citizenship.“�



Unsurprisingly subjects such as geography, science, PSHE and citizenship are highlighted as having significant links with ESD. However, ESD can also be easily linked to Literacy (English). Especially as the number & range of resources with an environmental focus, or element, continues to increase. Making it possible to introduce and explore environmental issues in all four elements of the literacy hour.



For example, various different types of text can be used to teach literacy with ESD:

Stories

Picture Books

Poems

Information Texts

Instructional Texts



Allowing a number of different literacy skills to be worked on within an ESD focus. For example, Farnborough Grange Nursery/Infant and Early Years Centre, developed a set of ‘generic’ activities for use when integrating ESD with Literacy work�, they included:



Letter writing  –  To characters from a story to research everyday life in a different country/culture

To local community members to explore and examine an important local environmental issue (past, present or future)

To a Councillor/MP to express views & opinions (on environmental issues)



Report writing – On an item of news or issue (local/national/international) found in a story

For a TV report on an environmental incident/issue in a story

To inform others about an environmental problem or process



Labelling        –  Annotating pictures & posters (to highlight the environmental issues explored)

Developing posters to inform/instruct others about how they can improve their environment
